
 

1. How will you be pairing the schools and community groups? 
 
We will consider location and group size as well as any availability preferences you may 
have when pairing schools and community groups. 
 

2. Do we need to be an existing choir? 
 
This programme is open to any primary school or community group for people aged 50+ in 
London. You don’t have to be an existing choir, just a class or group who likes to sing. 
 

3. Will you cover travel expenses? 
 
Yes, travel expenses to rehearsals and the concert can be claimed if needed. 
 

4. Where will rehearsals take place? 
 
Each rehearsal can be hosted by either the school or the community group or The Old Vic 
can hire a space if needed. 
 

5. Will it be accessible for people with access requirements? 
 
Yes, this project is fully accessible. We will discuss any access requirements your group 
may have before the project begins and will ensure appropriate support is in place. 
 

6. Can friends and family attend the concert? 
 
Yes, schools and groups can invite friends and family to watch. The Old Vic will also invite 
the local community and Old Vic staff to attend. Each concert will culminate with a choir and 
audience sing-along. 
 

7. What songs will we be singing? 
 
You will be able to choose which songs to sing at the concert.
